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Summary:

Eligibility Requirements:

This RFA is open to all researchers associated with accredited academic institutions, hospitals, or other non-profit research organizations.  Researchers must have earned the degree(s) of MD or MD/PhD.

Priority will be given to studies involving treatment for MPS VI, either human or animal.  Research on other MPS diseases will be considered only under exceptional circumstances. 

Eligible Costs:

· Salaries and benefits

· Minor equipment and supplies

This grant does not fund large equipment acquisition, institutional overhead or travel expenses.

Application Review Process:

Applications will be reviewed by a Scientific Advisory Committee, who will make recommendations to The Isaac Foundation’s Board of Directors.  All applicants will be notified of the outcome by mid July 2007.

Application Structure:

(Funds will not cover large equipment, institutional overhead or travel.)

3) Title and Summary of Research Project (approximately 250 words)

Summary should be suitable for a lay person.

4) Proposal (3-5 pages), including:

a. Goals of project

b. How project relates to overall Foundation goal of finding improved treatments and a cure for MPS VI

c. Preliminary data

d. Research methods

5) Human Subjects, Animals or Biohazards

Institutional approvals should be attached.  If pending, formal approval will be required prior to disbursement of funds.

6) CV of Principal Investigator

Terms and Conditions:

A progress report is required at one year from the date of initial funding, prior to renewal for a second year.  After one renewal, i.e. two years of funding, further renewal will only be considered on the basis of evidence of major progress.
Priority will be given to new applications over renewals of equal merit.   

The Isaac Foundation will provide one full year of funds directly to the applicant’s institution, into a separate trust account.  Funds will be in Canadian dollars within Canada, USD elsewhere.
Successful applicants are required to acknowledge The Isaac Foundation in any publication written or published as a result of this funding.  Please forward a copy of these publications to The Isaac Foundation.
